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Abstract

Industrial statistics play an important role in monitoring, analyzing and planning for
economic development, when the statistics are reliable, detailed, updated and
comparabe, stored in data warehouse, disseminated, exchanged, and used to release
relevant indicators. Industrial statistics and indicators, along with other sectoral and
environment statistics, constitute the essential pillars for making strategic decisions
in order to achieve sustainable development. In addition, the availability of accurate
and updated data and information on industry is as a key factor for production
improvement and industrial development. This paper provides an overview on the
status of industrial statistics and classifications used at the regional level, and in
particular by ESCWA and other international and regional organizations. Also, it
presents the importance of cooperation among the organizations and with the
concerned ministries, thus contributing to capacity building of the Arab countries in
the area of industrial statistics development. The paper also refers to the importance
of implementing the recommendations and the application of international
classifications in order to perform accurate comparisons of information in the
framework of international cooperation among countries in the region and the world,
and especially international recommendations on industrial statistics for 2007 issued
by the United Nations Statistics Division -in New York-after discussion with the
representatives of States on expanding the coverage of economic activities; the
adoption of the International Standard Industrial Classification of all economic
activities (ISIC IV) and Central Product Classification (CPC Ver.2) and on updating
industrial statistics definitions. This paper presents the role of Central Statistical
Offices along with the ministries and concerned authorities and it also gives an
overview about the role of regional and international organizations in improving the
industrial classification on both national and international level in order to harmonize
with the International Standards Industrial Classification Revision 4 for all the
economic activities and the ways to achieve it.
